What Does Fasting and

Abstinence Mean?

Ash Wednesday, Good Friday and the Fridays of
Lent are obligatory days of fasting (no food) and
abstinence (no meat) for Catholics, ages 14 to
59. We are permitted to eat one full meal and
two smaller meals that do not equal a fullmeal.
Liquids are allowed any time, but no snacks be-
tween meals. Those who never eat meat anyway
are required to substitute another penitential
behavior instead. Excused are those who suffer
chronic iliness, and pregnant/nursing women.
